We are having two shows again this year. The Matinee show will be at 1:30 pm. The
Evening show will be at 6:30 pm.

Special requests to skate in a specific show will be considered. Please write or call Janel
to submit your requests. Requests are not guaranteed!

EVERYONE will skate his or her group number/numbers in BOTH shows. You must
register for a group number in order to register for a solo or duet.

The skating director will post the list of soloists assigned to each show. This will be a
random draw done by Rink Side Management. Based on enrollment, soloists who have
passed USFS Juvenile Free Skate Test or higher MAY be asked to skate in both shows.

All skaters are encouraged to skate in as many different numbers as they qualify for.
